
Illinois Counseling Association Bylaws 

ARTICLE VII 

Chapters 

Section 1. Organization of Chapters. 

(a) The Association shall include Chapters which organize on the basis of a local 

geographic unit within the State of Illinois or those which have a special interest. 

Chapters having special interest in one of the Divisions of the Association may affiliate 

with the Division in a manner consistent with the governing instruments of the Division. 

 

(b) A Chapter shall consist of at least 15 members, with no less than five members in 

good standing as ICA members. To retain its charter, a chapter must maintain a 

membership of at least five members who are members of ICA. It may have other 

members who do not belong to ICA. See Policies and Procedures Policy VI, Section1 (d)] 

Section 2. Formation of Chapters. 

(a) The Governing Council shall have the power to grant charters to Chapters in 

accordance with standing rules established by the Governing Council relative to the 

formation of new Chapters.
