Responsible and ethical conduct of research is a priority for all researchers at Western 
Illinois University (WIU). Education and awareness of the responsible conduct of 
research (RCR) at WIU is part of the educational and compliance activities of the 
Office of Sponsored Projects. 
 
The National Science Foundation (NSF) and National Institutes of Health (NIH) 
requires that the University have a process in place for training all researchers, 
including undergraduate and graduate students, who will participate in the funded 
research project. 

The Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) is the preferred RCR 
training program for all researchers, including undergraduate students and graduate 
students, who will participate in the proposed research project. CITI covers the 
following instructional areas:
